Guidelines articulate the admissions criteria: 

Applicants need a minimum of 2.0 GPA 

Application is open to all students with consent of principal, parent/guardian, and counselor. 

Applicants (new) must complete: 

· UH Online application (To be completed at Waiakea High )
· Hawaii P-20 Early College application (To be completed at Waiakea High)
· MMR/TB test approval (Please turn to Waiakea High ECHS Site Coordinator)
· Waiākea High transcript (School will provide) 

· Parent Consent form 

· Waiākea High laptop/iPad User Agreement form 

· COMPASS placement (pending)
Agreements: 
· UH Hilo/Hawai΄i Community College/Waiākea High reserves the right to determine admission and registration in classes. 

· The parent/guardian and student understand that if the student does not successfully complete the Early College course(s), the student may not meet high school graduation requirements. 

· The student and/or parent/guardian may, when applicable, be responsible for consumable supplies, transportation, and other related educational expenses; students will be informed of such expense in advance. 

· The parent/guardian and the student understand that the student is expected to fully participate in all course activities, including labs, which may involve being exposed to alternative viewpoints that may include material of an adult nature. 

· The high school is the final authority on high school graduation requirements. Your child must work closely with his/her high school counselor to ensure that graduation requirements are met. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that college course(s) completed as part of the Early College program will also meet high school graduation requirements. If your child does not successfully complete the Early College course(s), he/she may not meet high school graduation requirements. 

· All Early College students have the same rights and responsibilities as other UH/Hawai΄i Community College student and must comply with the UH/Hawai΄i Community College Student Conduct Code. 

· The student and/or parent/guardian gives permission for UH/Hawai΄i Community College to release registration information, UH ID numbers, grades, and/or placement test scores to his/her school designated authority. 

· Admission is based on first-come, first-serve and FIRST to complete all application documents. 

· The UH/Hawai΄i Community College may photograph, videotape, or otherwise record the student’s first name, voice, and/or likeness. These recordings will be used exclusively for non-commercial, educational purposes, which may include, but not be limited to, distribution by print or digital media within or outside the state of Hawai΄i for the duration of the media. 

Student and Parent/Guardian Consent: 

With your consent, your child may apply and may be registered for an Early College class depending on the aforementioned criteria and funding. Attendance is mandatory and will be taken for each class. Should your child be registered for a course and fail to abide by the UH/HawCC and Waiākea High School policies, procedures and deadlines, the Principal or his designee reserves the right to dis-enroll your child for repeated tardiness, more than three (3) absences, violation of student conduct code and/or repeated failure to complete coursework. Should your son/daughter fail to complete the course with a C- grade or better, your son/daughter will be responsible to pay the minimum tuition fee to retake the class and/or the equivalent high school class.  Student will not be allowed to take any other ECHS class for one semester.
